Sunday 28t November 2010 — parade is at midday and the festival runs from 11am until 2pm

Nikau Crescent, just off Maunganui Road by Coronation Park. Loads of parking. More info will follow closer to the time,
and official marshals will help everyone get in the right order without too much stress!

Assemble from 11.00am onwards. You know how long it takes to assemble your group/children so please ensure you
are ready by 11.45am. The Parade starts at midday and we will be lead by a Police Patrol Car.

There is only one theme and that is “OUR CHRISTMAS” — what does Christmas mean to your group, club or
organisation? Music is encouraged! The spectators get to vote too so be adventurous! The last float in the Parade will
be TrustPower, our major sponsor, and the major attraction, Santa, will be on this float.

Please choose the category that best represents your organisation. Each category winner will receive $500, with the
runner-up in each category receiving $200. The CHAMPION FLOAT of the parade will be selected from the five
category winners and receive the Champion Float Trophy.

o From Nikau Cresent turn left onto Rata Street, and left on to Maunganui Rd where the road will be closed. A rolling
closure will follow the last float to ensure safety. Maunganui Road is closed from Nikau to Pacific Ave.

Travel along Maunganui Rd through the main street to Pacific Ave

Turn left into Pacific Ave and then left into Victoria Rd (minimum spectators here so take a breather!)

Proceed along Victoria Road and left into Salisbury Ave

Turn Right into Maunganui Rd and head back to Nikau Crescent to finish right where you started.

There won't be a prize giving this year as its too hard for everyone to get there so the winners will be contacted by
mobile phone, and it will be announced LIVE on Classic Hits immediately after the completion of the Parade. They will
also be published on a noticeboard outside the Mainstreet office so come on down after the Parade and see who won!

We will again have the successful Park N Ride for the day, starting at 10.30am and continuing until 2.30pm. It will most
likely be located on the corner of Waimarie Street and Totara Street — just down the road from where is used to be. We
will confirm the location once the Port confirms our use of their land. This is a FREE service and we recommend as
many people as possible use it and enjoy no parking hassles.

The festival runs from 11am until 2pm so there will be lots of free activities and entertainment for all ages before and
after the Parade so we hope you will come into the main street and enjoy the afternoons festivities. There will be
bouncy castles, street performers, bands, candy floss and of course the Farmers Market. The Park and Ride FREE bus
service, thanks to Kwang Chow Restaurant, will be operating from Kereiti Street (off Hewletts Road by Super Cheap
from 10am until 3.00pm.
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PARADE RULES AND CONDITIONS

This information is provided to all participants in the 2010 TrustPower Christmas Festival and Santa Parade to ensure the
parade is a lot of fun and enjoyable for everyone, and very safe for participants and spectators.

All floats should be suitably decorated to indicate the Parade Theme which is “Our Christmas” ... what does Christmas mean to
you and your group and music is encouraged! This year the spectators get to vote too so be bright, loud and have lots of fun!

Each float can only be entered in one category and can only attract one financial prize. You will be given a Float Name and
Number sign that needs to be in a front window or on someone/thing at the front so the judges and spectators know who you are!

If there are no entries in a category, the prize money will be carried forward to the next year. We reserve the right to move entries
into a category other than that specified by the entrant/applicant, however you would definitely be contacted and advised.

In determining the parade category winners the judges’ decision is final. The float winners will be contacted by phone and it will be
announced on Classic Hits immediately after the Parade. Tune in to 95 BOPFM.

The organisers also have the right to refuse float entries that may pose a hazard to the public or parade safety, in regards to
length, width and travelling speed of the parade itself. The parade will move at walking pace and you are encouraged to allow
plenty of room between the float in front of you and yourselves. There is no hurry, and we are only doing one circuit.

The organisers will do everything possible to ensure a safe parade, however, accept no responsibility for damage, injury or death
involving parade entries or participants. All floats that contain children are to ensure they have a suitable number of adults walking
next to the float — at least four are recommended. Please ensure you meet all your own internal safety/OSH/MOE requirements.
Escorts are not to be walking with children or pushchairs please.

In the interests of public safety, we ask that people on the floats refrain from throwing items such as sweets into the crowd in any
direction. People distributing giveaways must walk up to the spectators to give away the product. Do not stand in the middle of
the road and give items away or throw items into the crowd from your float. We don’t want spectators wandering on to the road.

Please ensure those driving floats have clear vision in front of them and to the sides of the float. The size of your float should be
considered so that it is able to navigate the parade route safely and will not cause hold-ups along the way.

Please Note: Roundabouts on Maunganui Road at Rata Street, Banks/Salisbury Avenues, Prince Avenue, and Pacific Avenue
may provide difficulty for long floats. Entrants should check to a that their float can negotiate these roundabouts. Banner wires
cross Maunganui Road from Neptunes Linen Chest to Just For Fun. Clearance available is approx 4.5m. If the height of your
entry is of concern please visit the site and check.

All people riding on floats or in the back/rear of vehicles must maintain a stable platform, no jumping, swinging or running whilst on
a float or vehicle. They must not attempt to get in or off a float while the float or vehicle is moving unless they have been directed
to do so and shown the manner to carry out this action while the vehicle and float are stationary.

First aid is available pre-parade and along the route if necessary. Use suitable sun block, footwear and a ‘ &
hat wear appropriate. Bring a smile, your Christmas spirit, family and friends and be prepared for a fun day! -
